In March 2023 Police in the Scottish Borders attended and were involved with around
141 mental health related calls, around 31 missing person enquiries and
approximately 98 domestic related incidents.

Tweeddale East and West had 11 mental health related calls and 4 missing person
enquiries. Due to GDPR and protection of victims/subjects involved, we are unable to
share any more specific information in relation to these type of call within this report.
